Graduate School Announcement 136/2019

On English Proficiency Test Criteria for Doctoral Students

Graduate School, Khon Kaen University, is to complete the process of English Proficiency Test
Criteria for Doctoral Students efficiently in compliance with Khon Kaen University Regulations on
Graduate Study B.E. 2559, Article 21.4, Article 31.6, Article 32 and Article 50.3.1. By virtue of Article 6(3)
of the Khon Kaen University's regulations on committee of a faculty, school, or other named institutes
equivalent B.E. 2558 and by virtue of the agreement of 11/2019 Graduate School Committee Meeting
on November 7, 2019, has therefore issued this announcement as follows:

Article 1 This announcement shall be called “Graduate School Announcement (No. 136/2019)
on English Proficiency Test Criteria for Doctoral Students”

Article 2 This announcement is to come into effect on the first semester, academic year 2020
onward.

Article 3 The Graduate School Announcement, Khon Kaen University No. 66/2016, on English
Proficiency Test Criteria for Doctoral Students is no longer applied.

Article 4 To complete the process of Language Proficiency Test Criteria for Doctoral Students
efficiently in compliance with Khon Kaen University Regulations on Graduate Study B.E. 2559, English is
the considering language as the criteria of the proficiency test.

Article 5 To complete the process of English proficiency evaluation for doctoral applicants, the
criteria are as follows:

5.1 The English proficiency test result is to be issued by the following language testing

centers and not exceed 2 years from the testing date:

TOEFL (Paper Based) the minimum score of 400 or
TOEFL(Computer Based) the minimum score of 97 or
TOEFL (Internet Based) the minimum score of 32 or

TOEFL (Institutional Testing Program) the minimum score of 400 or

IELTS (Academic Module) the minimum score of 4.0 or
TU-GET (1000) the minimum score of 400 or
CU-TEP (120) the minimum score of 45



5.2 Khon Kaen University Academic English Language Test (KKU — AELT) result provided by the
faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Khon Kaen University and the result must be as follows:
Reading Skill Level 2 or above
Writing Skill Level 2 or above
5.3 If the test result is below the defined level in No. 5.2, students are to enroll course (s) provided
by the faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences based on KKU-AELT result as follows:
Reading skill level 1 must participate in Academic Reading for Doctoral Students |
Writing skill level 1 must participate in Academic Writing for Doctoral Students |
Students are to pass the requirement before the beginning date of the semester.
Article 6 To complete the process of English proficiency evaluation in order to eraduate for
doctoral students, the criteria are as follows:
6.1 The English proficiency test result is to be issued by the following language testing

centers and not exceed 2 years from the testing date:

TOEFL (Paper Based) the minimum score of 500 or
TOEFL(Computer Based) the minimum score of 173 or
TOEFL (Internet Based) the minimum score of 61 or

TOEFL(Institutional Testing Program)  the minimum score of 500 or

I[ELTS (Academic Module) the minimum score of 5.5 or
TU-GET (1000) the minimum score of 550 or
CU-TEP (120) the minimum score of 70

6.2 Khon Kaen University Academic English Language Test (KKU — AELT) result provided by the
faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Khon Kaen University and the result must be as follows:
Reading Skill Level 4 or above
Writing Skill Level 4 or above
6.3 If the test result is below the defined level in No. 6.2, students are to enroll course (s) provided
by the faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences based on KKU-AELT result as follows:

Reading skill level 1 and 2 must participate in Academic Reading for Doctoral Students |

Reading skill level 3 must participate in Academic Reading for Doctoral Students |l
Writing skill level 1 and 2 must participate in Academic Writing for Doctoral Students |
Writing skill level 3 must participate in Academic Writing for Doctoral Students |l

The evidence of passing the course (s) is to be submitted within two years of studly.

6.4 If not enroll for the course (s) provided by the faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences as
stated in No. 6.3, doctoral students are to submit the English proficiency test result as stated in No. 6.1 within
two years of study.

6.5 Within two years of study, doctoral students are to submit the evidence as stated in No. 6.1,
No. 6.2 or No. 6.3 to the program to be proceeded further to the Graduate School, for issuing the Announcement

of Passing the English Proficiency Requirement and inform to all concermned.
